Evil 

companions will corrupt good morals and character.” (1 Corinthians 15:33, TPT) What 

we say flows from what’s in our heart. (Luke 6:45) To stay aware of what’s inside me, 

I must take seriously the life and death admonition of Scripture, “Guard your heart 

above all else, for it determines the course of your life.” (Proverbs 4:23, NLT) “Jesus, let 

the puddles in my heart reflect You!” 

EXACT EXPRESSIONS 
Who has God created me to be? Is my life engraved with my Creator’s 

image? Striving to be someone else is a waste of time and misrepresents 

God’s heart. The New Testament Greek word for “character” describes Jesus 

as the “exact expression” of the Father. The Bible says, “The Son radiates 

God’s own glory and expresses the very character of God...” (Hebrews 1:3, 

NLT) This is the word used when kings stamp their images on coins. We’re 

each created to be an exact expression of God…to reflect Him as sons and 

daughters. God wants to imprint on us this image of Himself. Even when 

painful, it’s always worth it!

VITAMIN GRIT! 									       
A common response to life’s struggles is blaming others for our poor choices. 

The truth is, I alone am responsible for my weak character. When I accept this, 

I allow God to give me what I need most. I call it, Vitamin Grit. Grit is defined as 

“An indomitable spirit, incapable of being overcome, subdued, or vanquished; 

unconquerable.” I need Vitamin Grit added to my diet daily! When tempted, I 

need the Grit to find God’s way of escape. In weak moments, I need Grit to rely 

on God’s strength. “Jesus, make me the unconquerable person You envisioned 

me to be. For that alone is my destiny.”

UPFRONT ARMOR
Have you ever thought: “If I’m wearing the armor of God, why do I feel so beat 

up?” Note this! Armor protects only your front, not your back, while facing 

battles head on. There’s no victory without a battle and no protection in merely 

knowing about your battle and armor. Victory came to David as he fearlessly 

ran to meet Goliath, as Daniel boldly prayed with open windows, as Shadrach, 

Meshach and Abednego courageously defied the King’s mandate. God blesses 

faith, not fear, courage not cowardice. We’re made for war, and called to be 

victorious, but armor only works going forward, not backward. Face your battle 

head-on with faith, not fear!

But the Bible shows at least seven 

examples of why people died prematurely. Unless we guard our hearts, they could 

happen to us. 1) Rebel against God-given authority, as Absalom did. 2) Form close 

relationships with ungodly people, as King Solomon did. 3) Fight a battle God didn’t 

ask you to fight, as King Josiah did. 4) Be filled with pride, as King Herod did. 5) 

Refuse to acknowledge your deception, as Judas did. 6) Resist the conviction of the 

Holy Spirit, as Ananias and Sapphira did. Lastly, 7) don’t take your physical health 

seriously, as so many Americans do.

FORGET SELF-CONFIDENCE 
This is truly a treacherous, upside-down world, riddled with deception. From 

the moment, “The serpent said to the woman, ‘Surely you will not die’…” Satan 

continued to spew lies. Those who say they know the truth, often live a lie. 

Those who hate the most, often call others “haters.” Those claiming higher 

moral ground give in to immorality. Two scriptures sum up the danger of 

hypocrisy. “Claiming to be wise, they became fools.“ (Romans 1:22, ESV) And 

here’s how The Message describes 1 Corinthians 10:12. “Don’t be so naive and 

self-confident…You could fall flat on your face as easily as anyone else. Forget 

about self-confidence; it’s useless. Cultivate God-confidence.”

TEMPTATIONS DRAW US TO THE WORD  
When Jesus was tempted by the devil in the wilderness, He knew His only hope for 

remaining safe was clinging to the promises of God’s Word. Therefore, He addressed 

each temptation with, “It is written ...” Christ’s strategy when tempted must be ours 

as well. Growing a harvest takes time and preparation so plant God’s Word in your 

hearts for the battles ahead…have that reservoir to draw from. David wrote, “I have 

hidden your word in my heart, that I might not sin against you.” (Psalm 119:11, NLT) 

Writing the Word of God on our hearts is the only pathway out of darkness into the 

safety of His will. 

IS GOD’S PROTECTION REALLY ANY DIFFERENT 
When King Sennacherib sent his Assyrian army to capture Jerusalem, he 

mocked God’s people for trusting the Lord. He boasted about the nations he’d 

already conquered saying, “Why are you any different?” Great question! Why 

should God’s people be different with calamity at our door? When the Bible 

says that God “…gives His sunlight to both the evil and the good and sends 

rain on the just and the unjust alike” (Matthew 5:45), it’s NOT saying everyone 

receives the same judgment; it’s saying we receive the same blessings. But, for 

those trusting Jesus, it says, “The godly face many dangers, but the Lord saves 

them from each one of them.” (Psalm 34:19, NET)

Apostle Paul said, “We were under great pressure, 

far beyond our ability to endure, so that we despaired even of life…” (2 Corinthians 

1:8, NIV) He expected to die. But suddenly, he experienced the incredible value of 

the entire challenge. “But this happened that we might not rely on ourselves but 

on God, who raises the dead.” (2 Corinthians 1:9, NIV) So, if you’re experiencing a 

catastrophe, a priceless life lesson may be right around the corner—learning to rely 

upon God and not yourself!

Only unquestioning trust, irrespective of our life 

experiences, is the secret sauce that transforms us. Jesus developed faith muscles 

(learned obedience) through all He suffered (Hebrews 5:8), and so must we.

TALK TO YOUR MOUNTAINS 
Are you facing mountains of pain and discouragement? Does misery threaten 

to bankrupt your investment in God? Don’t let it! “Stop telling God how big 

your mountains are, and start telling your mountains how big your God is.” Life 

always comes down to a showdown. A standoff! Who will blink first?! If God is 

God, then trust and believe Him! The Bible says, “Without faith it is impossible to 

please God.” (Hebrews 11:6, NIV) What are you going to believe? How big your 

mountains are? Or how BIG your GOD is? Even with faith as little as a mustard 

seed, your mountains can be moved. God is always able!

FRUSTRATION 
doesn’t move 
mountains.

His best by leaving the choice with Him. 

BEST OF ALL POSSIBLE OPTIONS 
If only we could know and trust God’s perfect motive and qualities, like goodness, 

kindness, mercy, and complete forgiveness. And, if only we could believe God is madly 

in love with us with these liberating perspectives: how we see God, and how He sees 

us. We’d then realize that God’s plan for us is the best of all options. What script would 

you write for your children? It pales in comparison to the one He’s already written 

for you and them! Embrace God’s will, and you’ll never be disappointed. You may be 

temporarily sad, but you’ll be blessed for eternity. That’s the great riddle of Earth. Those 

who believe it…WIN.

KNOWING GOD’S WILL 
Just because our life experiences are difficult, doesn’t mean we’ve missed God’s 

will. As a young Christian, many of my emotional impressions about God’s will 

were actually not His will. And if it was God’s will, it often wasn’t His timing. 

God alone knows how long a season should last. I was once asked to pastor a 

Christian community and promised it would only be for six to nine months. It 

lasted 52 months. The older I get, and the more I step out, the less confidence 

I have in my impressions, but the more confidence I have in God leading me. If 

you desperately want God’s will, He will make sure you know what it is. 

PERMISSIBLE ISN’T ALWAYS PREFERABLE 
In 1 Samuel 24, David had a chance to kill his archenemy, King Saul. God 

allowed David to find him alone and unprotected in a cave. Instead of killing 

Saul, he cut off a part of the king’s robe. Later, David’s conscience was 

troubled. God had convicted him for dishonoring Saul, and David repented. 

The story challenged me about being careful that, even when I feel I have 

the right, it doesn’t mean God has given permission. What’s permissible 

isn’t always preferable. Never presume to know what God wants you to do. 

Commit to asking Him first, unattached to having any preference, and God 

will show you His will.

DISCERNMENT DEFINED 
Ours is the age of little discernment. Compare Noah 

Webster’s 1828 American Dictionary definition of 

the word ‘discern.’ He wrote, “to see or understand 

the difference…between good and evil, truth and 

falsehood.” Tremendous! Unfortunately, the 2015 

version of Merriam-Webster Dictionary defines 

‘discern’: “to recognize or identify right from wrong.” 

No longer is it “to see or understand the difference…

between good and evil, 

truth and falsehood.” With 

that eliminated, we’re left 

with personal preference, 

and no resemblance to 

absolute truth. Ironically, 

this supposed, “new and 

improved” definition 

of ‘discern’ completely 

lacks discernment. Jesus 

admonishes each of us, “See that no one leads you 

astray.” (Matthew 24:4, ESV) 

WHEN THE DEVIL CALLS ON LINE TWO 
In the Book of Acts, the disciples feared that Saul, then 

called “Paul,” a notorious persecutor of Christians, was 

only pretending to follow Christ. The Spirit of God cut 

through their fear, bluntly saying, “Go, and do what I 

say.” This models God’s direction in my life. Just Obey! 

Go and Do! Faith requires passionate action, not passive 

reflection. No debate; just unquestioning obedience. 

Oftentimes, when God calls me on Line One, the devil 

calls on Line Two, to undermine what God asked me 

to do. Elijah challenged the people, “How long will you 

waver between two opinions? If the LORD is God, follow 

him…” (1 Kings 18:21, NIV)

AIMING AT HEAVEN 
This traveling maxim is so true: “We arrive at the 

destination we’re going to.” Or: “You only hit the 

target you’re aiming at.” C.S. Lewis comparably wrote, 

“Aim at Heaven, and you will get Earth thrown in; aim 

at Earth, and you will get neither.“ I’ve aimed and hit 

some targets I wish I’d missed. Others, I’m eternally 

grateful to have hit. We each have the same number 

of minutes in a day, so our time and opportunities 

are always aimed at something. The Bible says, 

“Make good use of every opportunity you have, 

because these are evil days.” (Ephesians 5:16) Your 

life is a flash! Make it memorable! 

PLEASURES  
THAT SATISFY 
If pleasure’s your goal, 

you’ll live unfulfilled. The 

devil’s happy to give us the 

pleasures of Connecticut 

and Vermont Avenues, if 

he gets Boardwalk and 

Park Place. But, as in Monopoly, Connecticut and 

Vermont Avenues are essentially worthless, while 

Boardwalk and Park Place seem priceless. The devil 

offers counterfeit intimacy—shallow, momentary 

pleasure without eternal satisfaction—a forgery 

of what we’re created for: a personal relationship 

with God. “You will show me the way of life, granting 

me the joy of Your presence and the pleasures of 

living with You forever.” (Psalm 16:11, NLT) The only 

pleasures that truly satisfy are the pleasures that 

comes from God.

stump, and once I surrendered my heart to Jesus, life began to flourish.

Recently, as my prayer life seemed to be increasing, I began thinking God 

would answer my requests in the affirmative. I was wrong. When I considered 

how I was praying, I realized some of my prayers sounded like, “Lord, I see 

clearly what’s needed.

Are you optimistic about your life, or pessimistic? Long ago, I settled in my heart to 

live as an optimist, enthusiastically wading through disappointments. Apostle Paul 

was also an eternal optimist, writing, “Now thanks be to God who always leads us 

in triumph in Christ...” (2 Corinthians 2:14a) No aspect of our lives has ever been an 

oversight to God. The psalmist wrote, “My frame was not hidden from You, when I 

was made in secret…” (Psalms 139:15) God has never made a mistake concerning 

our lives. “…I am fearfully and wonderfully made…” (Psalms 139:14a) We’ve each 

been given infinite potential by a gracious God. Let’s live it! 

PURSUING THE IMPOSSIBLE

UNATTACHED OBEDIENCE 
A primary way I’ve been tricked after being obedient has been assuming my 

efforts will bring a desired outcome. I’ve often wasted time waiting for a ship 

that was never coming. Obedience and outcome are completely different. 

And attachment to a specific outcome can undo blessings God intended. 

I go from following Him to trying to be Him. From kneeling before Jesus 

in full submission, to bowing before my dreams in full deception. “Jesus, 

my obedience requires no specific response from You. Doing Your will 

brings its own reward. Whether I receive it on Earth or in eternity makes no 

difference. You’ve already chosen the best of all possible options for me.”

MICRO-OBEDIENCE 
What elevates spiritual giants? I believe it’s their micro-obedience: “doing God’s 

will as He asks, not merely what’s convenient.” While we might balk at the slightest 

prompting of the Holy Spirit, the unction of God was the very spark that propelled 

these spiritual giants forward into saying “Yes,” whatever the cost. In practicing 

micro-obedience, the primary nature of God we’ll encounter is His love. But when 

operating in macro-obedience, the primary quality of God we encounter is His 

patience. He hasn’t given up on us, but our actions are un-blessable. Do the Word 

of God; don’t just hear it! Revivals are birthed in micro-obedience! Only then can 

we experience Heaven’s maximum blessing.

God wants to take us beyond our understanding to a place called “peace,” 

only accessible by faith. In Philippians 4:7, God promises “…the peace of God, 

which surpasses all understanding…” He guarantees peace if we’re willing to do 

one thing: refuse to “…be anxious about anything, but in everything by prayer 

and supplication with thanksgiving let (our) requests be made known to God.” 

(Philippians 4:6, ESV) Break free from addiction to understand what’s going on, 

pray, and God promises to give you His peace. 

WHAT GOES “OUCH” IN THE NIGHT 
Is it difficult for you to shake off nagging thoughts that trouble you? 

Joseph’s brothers treated him horribly, selling him into slavery and 

telling his father he was dead. Years later, when God supernaturally 

reconnected Joseph’s brothers with him, even before realizing he was 

Joseph, they began reflecting on the wrong they’d done to him. God’s 

conviction remained until they were willing and able to get it right. I’ve called many people over the years to 

ask forgiveness for a word I’ve spoken or an action I’ve done. It’s always hard, but worth it. What convicting 

thought is troubling you? Make it right and God’s peace will follow.“good news”…good.

NOTHING COMPARES TO REVIVAL 
A friend shared how, during the Jesus Movement, he was living in a Christian 

community house. People got saved so often, they had a running game on how long 

it would take new people coming in to receive Jesus. Shortly after, a self-proclaimed 

atheist came in, but in 18 minutes he prayed to receive Jesus. Once you’ve seen God 

move in a supernatural revival, nothing else compares to it. It’s been 51 years since 

I experienced a revival, and I long for it every day. “Jesus, please send a spiritual 

revival again to revive the Church and awaken our weary and lost nation. We so 

desperately need You.”

STAYING IN REVIVALIST’S HOME 
In 2012, my wife Suzie and I went to Wales to make a film about the 

Welsh revival of 1904, often considered the greatest spiritual revival 

ever. Within two years, 90,000 people were converted and crime 

vanished. We spent a night in the home of Evan Roberts, the 26-year-

old Bible student and coal miner who spearheaded this planet-shaking 

move of God. We stayed in the bedroom where he had a three-month 

long, nightly visitation with Jesus. The next morning as I prayed, God 

reminded me of this verse “the Kingdom of God is within you” (Luke 

17:21); that Christ in me is my only hope of glorifying Jesus. “Lord, revive us as we seek You!”

SMALLER SEEDS BRING BIGGER HARVESTS 
We all long for more. More love, more joy and more peace. But it takes 

more faith to plant a smaller seed, which often yields a bigger harvest. The 

Shunammite woman thought she had too little. God knew she had more than 

enough. (2 Kings 4:1–7) God felt Gideon had too much and reduced his army by 

99%. When King Saul stayed humble, he did big things for God. The natural mind 

can’t understand spiritual things. But Jesus said, “…if you had faith as small as a 

mustard seed, you’d say to this mountain, ‘Move from here to there,’ and it would 

move. Nothing would be impossible.” (Matthew 17:20, NLT)

SURVIVING SHIPWRECKS 
Do you feel like your plans have been shipwrecked? In Acts 28, the Apostle 

Paul was on a ship that was shipwrecked on an island. Everyone on board 

was spared because of Paul’s obedience and relationship with Jesus. Once 

safe, God used Paul to pray for the island natives to be healed. He’d been 

through a nightmare, and yet was filled with faith. One of our greatest 

challenges is believing that extraordinary victories and supernatural 

breakthroughs are around the corner from terrible losses, if we can just 

remain focused on God‘s promises more than Earth’s perils. Never forget: 

“Faith Alone Makes God Smile and the Devil Tremble.”
